USHER CHECK LIST

Before Service starts

Make sure to be at the Cathedral at least 30 min. before service starts

Provide worshippers with Service Leaflet

Welcome newcomers and visitors. If necessary show them how to follow the Service Leaflet and
how to use the Hymnal and Prayer Books

Whenever you think it is convenient, offer to escort newcomers and visitors to a pew

Provide newcomers and visitors with Cathedral brochures

Invite newcomers and visitors to the Coffee Hour

Make sure they fill a Newcomer and Visitor card

Introduce newcomers and visitors to the clergy and to some congregation members after the
service.

During the Service

Count attendance at the beginning of service
When asked by the head usher, participate in putting the offertory money away
When asked by the head usher, participate in releasing the worshippers for communion

End of Service
Collect the used service leaflets from the pews and take them to the Cathedral office counter. Do
not forget the North and South Transepts

Collect the Newcomer and Visitor cards from the offertory plates and either give them to the
head usher or put them directly in mail box of the responsible clergy

HEAD USHER CHECK LIST

Remind all ushers on the list for each Sunday to be present, either by e-mail or by phone
Same as USHER CHECK LIST, and please:

Get the hearing aids out and at the end of Service ensure their return to the Sacristy

Ensure that all ushers are at church before service starts. If you are short of an usher, recruit
someone from the worshippers to help

The Bread and Wine will be brought forward when the ushers proceed for the Offertory. To
promote participation of the congregation in the service, it is recommended that you ask two
congregation members to carry the Oblations to the altar; otherwise, two of the ushers may do
that

Ask ushers to put the Offertory money away, and others to release worshippers for the
communion
