Good Friday Candlelight Worship—On April 2 at 7pm, the Cathe-
dral youth will lead the Candlelight Worship service.

This ser-
vice uses candlelight, readings, shadows and sounds to give us an added 
understanding of the passion. In order to truly experience the joy of Easter 
we must first experience the sorrow and desolation of Good Friday. This 
service is an excellent opportunity for children to learn about the crucifix-
ion story and the meaning it has in our faith. Nursery care will be avail-
able. 



As Easter arrives 
we turn to the cen-
tral proclamation 
of Christianity, the 
resurrection of Je-
sus. The empty 
tomb narratives of 
the gospels have 
both inspired and 

guided Christians for two millen-
nia now, so much so that most of 
us can think of the resurrection in 
no other terms than as the resusci-
tation of Jesus’ body so that he 
then walked upon the earth for 
forty days after his death much as 
he had in the thirty years before. 
And yet, strange as it may seem, 
there is another way of under-
standing the resurrection, one de-
veloped by St. Paul. We don’t no-
tice this alternative understanding 
because the empty tomb stories 
are so important and so powerful 
that we tend to interpret Paul 
through the lens of those narra-
tives, rather than on his own 
terms, often forgetting that Paul 
wrote about twenty years prior to 
the publication of the first of the 
canonical gospels, and was there-
fore not influenced by them. 

The fifteenth chapter of First 
Corinthians, for example, is re-
markable in this regard. It is a 
long statement emphasizing the 
importance of proclaiming the 
resurrection of Christ, and the 
confident assertion that our resur-
rection is made possible by his. 
So far, so good. Paul then turns to 
the question of what sort of body 
we will have when we are raised, 
and calls this a “foolish” question. 
(vs.36) “What is sown is perish-
able, what is raised is imperish-
able” he declares, “It is sown a 
physical body, it is raised a spiri-
tual body,” (vs.44) and he then 
concludes his argument by telling 
us that “flesh and blood cannot 

inherit the kingdom of 
God.”(vs.50) Having established 
that our resurrection is a direct 
result of, and patterned on 
Christ’s, he goes on to argue 
forcefully that though it is abso-
lutely and completely real, resur-
rection is to a “spiritual body,” 
not a physical one. We want to 
say “except for Jesus,” but Paul 
does not mention that exception. 
On the contrary, our resurrection 
is like his, spiritual not fleshly, for 
“The first man, Adam, became a 
living being; the last Adam be-
came a life-giving spirit.” (vs.45) 
This argument sounds very differ-
ent if we listen to it without the 
empty tomb stories interpreting 
Paul for us. It sounds like he is 
arguing not for the resuscitation 
of Jesus’ body as the content of 
the resurrection, but rather he is 
saying that whatever it meant to 
be truly and essentially Jesus was 
raised, and his spirit imbues our 
spirits and endows us with his 
gifts. This of course is why Paul 
can then go on to argue that the 
Church itself, the assembly of all 
the baptized, is the Body of 
Christ, a theme to which he re-
turns over and over. 

We don’t know whether Paul 
ever heard empty tomb stories – 
he never mentions them in any of 
his correspondence – but if he did 
he can’t have been heavily influ-
enced by them. He insists upon 
the truth and reality of the resur-
rection of Christ, and he insists as 
well upon an essential continuity 
between that resurrection and 
ours. By insisting upon the spiri-
tual nature of resurrection body as 
well as resurrection life he is of-
fering us a different way of imag-
ining what went on with Jesus 
after his death. 

We too must insist upon the 
truth and reality of the resurrec-

tion of Jesus; there is no Christi-
anity without it. But those who 
understand the empty tomb stories 
stand not as literal history, but as 
sign and metaphor, will find in St. 
Paul one whose life was totally 
transformed by that resurrection, 
but who described its reality in a 
different way.   ~ Bill

Congratulations to 
the Rev. Jackie Dickson, on 
the 30th anniversary of her 
ordination to the priest-
hood—March 25! 

Since Haiti's devastating earth-
quake in January, it has been diffi-
cult to get detailed information 
about St. Andre’s church and 
school from our contact, Fr. Irnel 
Duveaux. Basic services, which 
were poor even before the earth-
quake, are available only intermit-
tently. Fr. Duveaux, as the parish 
priest over a large area, has been 
challenged by the need to access 
conditions throughout his parish. 
He must walk or find a donkey to 
ride in order to reach some areas. 

The following letter is the most 
detailed report of conditions Fr. 
Duveaux has been able to send. If 
you have a map of Haiti, or can 
access Google Maps on the inter-
net, you will see the challenges he 
has as a parish priest.  

Greeting in the name of our 
Lord,  

St. Thomas Parish is a group of 
seven churches, five schools and a 
lodging. Some of them are very far 
and I can reach only two by car. 
There is the list of the churches and 
schools:  
•St. Thomas Church & St Thomas 
School, in Arcahaie  
•St. Andrew Church & St. Andrew 
School, in Cazale  
•Christ The King  Church & Christ 
The King School, in Léger  
•St. Matthas Church & St. Matthas 
School, in Delices  
•St. John the Evangelist Church, in 
Grande Riviere  
•Transfiguration Church & Trans-
figuration School, in Jean Dumas  
•St. Francois D’Assise Church, in 
Cabaret.  

As I had said to you before, four 
areas in the St. Thomas Parish are 
seriously affected. There are: Ca-
zale, Delices, Leger and Cabaret. In 
the whole Parish only St. Thomas 
and St. Andre are in partnership 
with churches in USA. We receive 

help only from these two partners 
until this day. Without your help I 
don’t know how the situation 
would be. Many International or 
local organizations visit us and 
we receive nothing from local or 
international organization be-
sides you.  

I don’t describe to you the situa-
tion of the other schools before be-
cause you are partners of St. An-
drew, but it is worse than St. An-
drew and they are without help. In 
these kind of schools, the building 
of the church was used and unfortu-
nately, if they are not destroyed, 
they are severely damaged.  

I thank the Congregation of St 
John and all people who devote 
themselves to give their time, 
money and talents to help. In the 
beginning of this week, I will go to 
the diocesan office to draw the 
feeding program project money you 
send.

Since the earthquake, the Haiti 

Project Committee has wired 
$3206 to the Diocese of Haiti to 
initiate the feeding project in Ca-
zale. Funds came from supporters 
within the Cathedral, a grant from 
SJOM and from family and friends 
in the community and beyond. Fr. 
Duveaux hopes to begin feeding the 
children the first week of April. 

The feeding project will be on-
going until the area begins to re-
cover. Currently, Fr. Duveaux 
plans to feed 50 children two meals 
per day, four days a week. The cost 
per child is $2 per day. Our chal-
lenge is to raise $1600 a month to 
keep the children fed. If you would 
like to help, please write a check to 
St. John’s Cathedral and write 
“Haiti Project” in the memo.
