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Pentecost is a major feast of the Christian year, celebrating the event 
recorded in the Acts of the Apostles when, fifty days after Christ’s res-
urrection, the Holy Spirit descended upon the disciples in the form of 
tongues of fire accompanied by the sound of a rush of wind. Empow-
ered by the outpouring of the Spirit, the disciples began telling Jesus’ 
story to people of all nations. Pentecost, therefore, is considered the 
birth of the Christian Church. Red is the liturgical color for this day, 
recalling the tongues of flame. 

We have two opportunities to celebrate Pentecost this year. 

On Saturday, May 22, St John’s Cathedral will host a Diocesan-
wide service of Confirmation, beginning at 1pm. This festival worship 
service will include music by the Cathedral Choir, and a sermon by 
Bishop Waggoner. (Note: This is a probable event; we’ll provide updates as 
we know them.)  

On Sunday, May 23,  we will begin our summer worship schedule, 
with Holy Eucharist at 8am and 10am. An intergenerational celebration 
of Pentecost will follow the 10am service. Cupcakes, a potluck lunch, 
and games will highlight the celebration. If it’s nice, we’ll be on the 
South Lawn; if not, the Great Hall will be the site of our festivities. 

Plan now to join the celebrations—supporting those who are con-
firming their faith and officially joining the Cathedral on Saturday, and 
enjoying fellowship and fun on Sunday. 

And … remember to wear red!

Holy Week and 
Easter reminded 
me in a particularly 
strong and gratify-
ing way that we are 
indeed “the Body 
of Christ and indi-
vidually members 
of it.” That whole 

body, all of us together doing a 
wide variety of things, worked as 
one to proclaim the death and res-
urrection of Jesus. Had any part 
of united effort been missing we 
would all have been diminished, 
and so I want to take this space to 
express my thanks for all those 
people whose work 
reminds us of the 
truth of Paul’s meta-
phor. 

We can begin with 
the music. The choir sang so 
beautifully six times in the eight 
day span, and the bell choir gave 
us two wonderful preludes. But 
even the bell choir could not have 
performed were it not for the peo-
ple who hauled the tables, pads 
and bells up and down the steps 
between the crypt and nave. In 
addition to that we had three Car-
illon concerts during the week.  

Our non-stipendiary clergy and 
deacons showed up for every-
thing, as did the servers and their 
supervisors, who not only men-
tored the acolytes, but carefully 
set out all that was needed for our 
Eucharists. We were also blessed 
by our verger from across the 
mountains who was here for both 
Easter Sunday services and the 
Great Vigil. Readers rehearsed for 
the Palm Sunday and Good Fri-
day Passion Gospels in order that 
those readings might be delivered 
as compellingly as possible. Be-
hind the scenes we had Altar 
Guild people cleaning up and pre-
paring for each of eight services 

in the eight day period, and this 
included filling, and then refilling 
our candles—with some help 
from folks who aren’t even in the 
Altar Guild—as well as washing 
linens and silver. There were also 
the people who placed the flower 
arrangements behind the high al-
tar and on the candle stands in the 
nave and chancel, and the youth 
group put on a very moving and 
well-attended Friday evening ser-
vice. The contributions of all 
these people were a great gift to 
all of us. 

Staff members worked extra 
hours, keeping the Cathedral 

clean and moving 
furniture in the 
Great Hall and in 
the nave, and we 
had bulletins and 

back-up copies of the readings for 
nine services during the eight day 
period. 

The Brotherhood of St Andrew 
and Daughters of the King pro-
vided a meaningful Maundy 
Thursday soup supper. 

Beyond all this the Service 
League oversaw the preparation 
for complete coffee hours after 
both Easter day services, and of 
course they cleaned up after each 
as well. To publicize our liturgies, 
the Communications Committee 
prepared and submitted advertise-
ments for the local media. As im-
portant as all of this were the peo-
ple who came to all these ser-
vices, participating by their pres-
ence in what is, after all, the cen-
tral drama of Christianity.  

I know that even with this list I 
am forgetting some important 
contributions, and for that I apolo-
gize in advance, but I trust this 
gives you an idea of just how 
much we depend upon each other 
for the proclamation of the Good 
News. We are indeed together the 

“Body of Christ and individually 
members of it.” Let us never 
imagine that the proclamation of 
the Gospel through our liturgies is 
something the clergy do for the 
sake of the congregation. What 
we have seen in a most compel-
ling manner between Palm Sun-
day and Easter is that the procla-
mation of the Gospel through our 
liturgies is something we all do 
together for the sake of the world.  
For that interdependence, and the 
effort each made to our common 
proclamation, I am, and will al-
ways be, very grateful.

Haiti has received an un-
precedented amount of interna-
tional aid of every kind, from 
food and shelter to prosthetic 
limbs and specially-designed 
wheelchairs that can handle the 
roughest terrain. And in the little 
village of Cazale, children are

now receiving TWO meals a day, 
thanks to a caring group of people 
in far-away Spokane!  

Which brings up the topic of 
rummage. One thing about the 
feeding program in Cazale is that 
it will be ongoing for months, and 
it costs money. Father Duveaux 
sent us the budget for the pro-
gram, which feeds 50 kids two 
meals a day, four days a week, 
(and I’ll bet those kids take home 
something for their families as 
well.) Seems like a good deal at 
$2 per child per day. One school 
lunch here in the States probably 
costs more than that.  

That $2 per child multiplies to 
a total of $1600 per month, which 
we need to raise to keep the pro-
gram afloat....so fundraising is in 
our thoughts, and a gigantic rum-
mage sale is one of the events 
planned. It’s on the Cathedral’s 
calendar for August 28. Yes, it's 
months away, but it’s time to start 
saving items to donate for the 
sale. It’s too early to bring them 
to the church, so please hold on to 
them until we work out the stor-
age plan! Watch The Chimes for 
the word on when and where to 
bring your items.
